my affairs, good. O Allah, make this world of mine in which I live
good. O Allah, I seek refuge in Your pleasure from Your anger. I
seek refuge in Your pardoning from your vengeance. I seek refuge
in You from You. None can withhold what You have conferred, no
one can confer what You have withheld. No possesser of fortune can
benefit from his fortune against you.”

p) Abu Dawud and al-Hakim recorded that at the end of every
prayer the Prophet would say, “O Allah, give me well-being in my
body. O Allah, give me well-being in my hearing. O Allah, give me
well-being in my seeing. O Allah, I seek refuge in You from disbelief
and poverty. O Allah, I seek refuge in You from the torment of the
grave. There is no god but You.”

q) Ahmad, Abu Dawud and an-Nasa’i recorded, with a chain
containing Dawud at-Tafawi who is a weak narrator, from Zaid ibn
Argam that the Prophet would say at the end of his prayers, “O
Allah, our Lord, Lord of everything. I bear witness that You are the
Lord, You are One, You have no partner. O Allah, Our Lord, Lord
of everything. I bear witness that Muhammad is Your servant and
Messenger. O Allah, our Lord, the Lord of everything. I bear witness
that all of your worshippers are brethren. O Allah, our Lord, Lord
of everything. Make me and my family sincere to you during every
moment of this life and the Hereafter. O Sublime and Honorable
One, listen and respond. Allah is the greatest of the greatest, the
light of the heavens and the earth. Allah is the greatest of the
greatest, Allah is sufficient for me and He is the most blessed
guardian. Allah is the greatest of the greatest.’®”

r) Ahmad, Ibn Shaibah and Ibn Majah recorded, with a chain that
contains an unknown narrator, from Umm Salamah, that the
Prophet would say after the tasleem of the morning prayer, “O Allah,
I ask of You beneficial knowledge, sufficient provisions, and accept-

able deeds.”'”

"It is obvious that Sabig (may Allah have mercy on him) himself was aware of the
fact that hadith in (q) and (r) are weak. Therefore, it would have been best for him
to have deleted these hadith, especially considering the fact that so many authentic
hadith exist and suffice for this topic.

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Appendix II

GLOSSARY

Mutawatir. This is a report of a large number of a narrators whose
agreement upon a lie is inconceivable. This condition must be met
in the entire chain from the origins of the report to the very end.

According to Muslim scholars, any hadith which has been trans-
mitted by tawatur and whose reporters based their reports on direct,
unambiguous, perception unmixed with rationalization would pro-
duce knowledge with certainty.

However, there is a difference of opinion about the required
number of narrators for mutawatir hadith, ranging from four to
several hundreds.

Mutawatir has been divided in two groups:

Mutawatir by words,

Mutawatir by meaning.
Only a few ahadith have been mentioned as mutawatir by words,
meaning all the narrators used the same expression. However,
mutawdtir in the sense and meanings are numerous.

’Ahad. This is a report whose narrators do not reach anywhere
near the number for mutawatir. It has been divided into many
sub-divisions. Some of them are as under:

Al-Mashhur (well-known). This is a hadith transmitted by three
or more transmitters in every stage.

Al-‘Aziz. This is a hadith transmitted at least by two narrators in
every generation.

Al-Gharib. This is a hadith with a single narrator either through-
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out its isnad—after the Companion—or in any stage.

Al-Fard is divided into two kinds:

Fard Mutlaq. This is a report transmitted by a single person.
Fard Nisbi has several meanings:

1) None of the trustworthy transmitters narrated that par-
ticular hadith except that particular person (narrator); or
othersnarrated it as well but they were not trustworthy.

11) None of the people of other regions transmitted that par-
ticular hadith except the scholars of that particular region.

Marfu’. This is a report consisting of a chain (isnad) that goes
back to the Prophet, though it might be broken somewhere.

Musnad. In such reports the chain (isnad) of the hadith is uninter-
rupted and goes back to the Prophet.

Muttasil. This is a report whose chain is unbroken.

Maugquf. This is a report whose chain goes back to the Companion
only.

Magqtu‘. This is a report going back to the Successor only.

Mursal. This is a report of the Successor directly from the Prophet,
upon whom be peace, without any other Companion in between.

Mu‘allaq. This is a report in which one or more authorities from
the beginning (from the author or book) is omitted.

Mungqati‘. This is a report with a single link missing somewhere
in the middle, in one place or more.

Mu‘dal. In this kind of report two continuous links are missing at
one or more than one places.

Mu‘an‘an. [n this kind of report while transmitting the material
the term ‘an has been used, which is not explicit in describing the
method of receiving the hadith.

Musalsal. This is a hadith in which all the narrators had a similar
situation. For example, all of them used same terminology in narra-
tion such as sami‘tu. Or all of them belong to one region or one
occupation. Or they narrated the hadith with the same action, for
example, all the narrators smiled while narrating a hadith because
the Prophet had smiled while saying it.

Al-Hadith al-Qudsi. Some of the hadith are narrated by the
Prophet, saying that Almighty Allah says so and so. These hadith
are called Hadith Qudsi. The meaning of these hadith was revealed
to the Prophet but he put them in his own expression. The Qur’an
1s the real word of Almighty Allah and the Prophet had only to
recelve it and then to teach it to the people, explain it and act
accordingly. However, other hadith which are not called Qudsi can-
not be said to be totally uninspired by Allah. The Prophet was never
left unguided by Allah. Even his ijtihadat were sanctioned by Allah
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and in case of any lack of clarity it was corrected by Him. Therefore
a good deal of hadith are Qudsiin a sense, but cannot be distinguished
from the ones which belong to ijtihadat of the Prophet.
